Brief Description (3-5 quality sentences):

 
The website provides a Mickey Mouse head template to print on printer paper or cardstock and cut out. Then the user cuts Disney maps into strips and glues them onto the Mickey Mouse shapes. Once trimmed and dried the Mickey Mouse heads can be framed or even used as bookmarks.

This would be an excellent craft for a summer vacation themed program or right after a Disney themed storytime. There are only select settings that this specific craft could be used in but the idea can be adapted.
